In Germany, you have to
separate your waste. This
is very simple:

paper, cardboard,
magazines  are to be put in
the blue bin
vegetable peelings and
waste food  goes (without
any plastic wrappings) in
the brown bin
washed out tin cans, plastic
pots, empty spray cans and
aluminium goes in the
yellow bags
all other rubbish
(except glass) goes in the
black bin

You must take all your
glass bottles to the bottle
bank. Don’t want to do that
- then don’t buy the
bottles!.

Most plastic bottles have
a 0,25 € deposit on them.

You can return them to any
supermarket.
